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                                     Out and About                                    With Pookie
Now that summer is here Steve has begun to include us in his journeys to the park, farmers markets, festivals and carnivals.  It is so much fun meeting young children receiving skritches and scratches while enjoying their smiling faces.  There is a common question or statement that often gets asked or opined that absolutely drives me insane.  This question has also come to me in letters to the editor here at “bird Droppings”.  It comes from both non-companion bird owners and companion bird owners.  Now I can understand why a non-bird owner might think this way but someone who has companion parrots should know better.  OK I’ll stop teasing you and let you in on what I’m getting all worked up about.


We live here in southern Michigan just west of Detroit; the state of Michigan is surrounded by water and gets very hot and humid in the summer time.  Why is this significant?  Allow me to pontificate by reiterating some of the things I hear while being out and about.  “Wow they (us parrots) must like this weather because they’re tropical”, “At least you don’t have to worry about them in this weather like you would in the winter.”  You get the gist, most everybody I meet during our outings seems to think that just because my ancestors lived in a tropical rain forest that I enjoy hot humid weather.  When this statement comes from a non-companion parrot person I politely correct them and explain.  It’s when I hear this from a companion parrot owner that my feathers get ruffled and my dander get puffed up.  To those of you that know African Grays we do have dander!  Like this heat and humidity?  No! No, I don’t like this heat and humidity; my ancestors may have lived in a rainforest but I don’t.  I live in an air conditioned climate controlled environment that is maintained at a comfortable sixty-nine to seventy-two degrees year round.  It’s warm in the winter and cool in the summer and we just like humans have to become used to heat and humidity.  If Steve takes us out on these warm humid days he has water for us to drink.  When we’re going to be in the park for a longer period of time he brings a fan operated misting bottle with water in it.   When we attend outdoor festivals that last all day long he brings battery operated fans as well as water misters.


Please don’t assume that your companion parrot likes the heat and humidity they need lots of water and a spot to get a cool breeze or a nice damp misting when it’s hot outside.  If you don’t make preparations for your feathered companion in the heat they can suffer heat stroke just like a human can.  The sad part is that when you notice they have heat stroke it is most likely too late to save your feathered friend.  Please prepare for the heat when you’re outside in the summer with your companion parrot.

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Many times when we do events I can tell when Captain Morgan needs a time out.  His posture and his demeanor change along with the pinning of his eyes and rapid head movements tell me he needs a break.  The problem is many who are not familiar with Macaws cannot read those warning signs and end up getting nipped.  Another thing many birds do not like is to be startled this usually comes from someone moving too fast at the bird or coming from behind the bird when they do not expect it.  This happened at an event when a little girl asked if she could pet Captain and very quickly stuck her hand in his face.  This startled him causing him to give a warning nip, (if it was aggressive it would have been a WHOLE lot worse than what it was).  Even her sister said loudly “you scared him!”  Many times when someone has been bit by their birds they have done something to bring it on themselves and I am included in this.  The fact of the matter is that we need to be very diligent about educating the public as well as ourselves as what signs to watch for.  Some birds like Amazons many times will give a loud and clear warning that they do not want to be messed with but some are more subtle but the results will still be the same and with varying degrees of pain.  There are also those birds that are easily excitable like many Cockatoos when things get crazy so do they.  I have had many people tell me that when things start to get revved up in their homes so do their Cockatoos and if they are on the floor watch out for your toes.  So Mr. or Mrs. Cockatoo has to go away until all calm down and all parties are less excited, (this has saved many a toes from an overly playful Cockatoo).  Many of us can read our birds like a book and know when it is time for a little calm down time. The moral to this story is watch body language and if a bird has been placed back on his play stand ask before you proceed to interact with that bird.  This will save you from a possibly painful situation.

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How to find an avian veterinarian

One of the first responsibilities you have as a pet owner is obtaining quality medical care for your bird. The process of finding a qualified veterinarian, who is educated, trained and experienced in treating birds, is often more difficult than you initially might think. Perseverance and some good common sense on your part can result in finding a veterinarian who is skilled in treating your bird. 

Here are some methods you can use.

Yellow Pages
 While this may be the easiest method, an ad in the yellow pages does not necessarily qualify the practitioner to treat your bird. The American Veterinary Medical Association (AVMA) allows the term “specialist” by only those veterinarians who have fulfilled certain defined criteria in that specialty. Beyond that, yellow page ads can reflect marketing skills more than veterinary competence.

Association Rosters
 Many pet owners check association rosters for qualified veterinarians. For example, the American Board of Veterinary Practitioners (ABVP) is a veterinary certifying organization that requires its members to prove competence in order to belong. Within ABVP, there is the “Avian Practice” category of specialization. Veterinarians who complete this certification process are recognized by the AVMA as true specialists. These individuals are identified by the title ABVP, Avian Practice, DVM behind their names. Generally, bird owners can trust these practitioners to provide competent care for their birds.

Pet Suppliers’ Recommendations
 
Pet retail stores or breeders will often recommend a veterinarian they work with on a regular basis. Their recommendations may be based on positive experiences with this particular veterinarian’s care and treatment. On the other hand, pet suppliers occasionally have relationships with veterinarians based on discounted services in exchange for referrals. While this business relationship is not in itself bad, bird owners should be advised to verify the veterinarian’s credentials.

Word-of-Mouth Recommendations
 
This is one of the best ways of finding a competent avian veterinarian. If a veterinarian’s own clients are making recommendations, there must be a reason why.

Unfortunately, these personal recommendations are not always available, especially if you recently moved into the area and don’t know anyone to ask.

Colleague Recommendations
 
This is probably the best and most consistently reliable method, but it demands a little sleuthing on your part. Here are the steps you can follow:

• Identify and call veterinarians in the yellow pages who

DO NOT claim to be avian specialists.

• Call to ask if they will see your bird. If they agree, thank them and move on.

• If they decline, ask whom they would recommend.

• Continue this process until you get enough answers to form a consensus. The veterinarian whose name was recommended the most often is the veterinarian most recognized by his colleagues for competence with exotic birds. 
Congratulations! Through hard work and some common sense, you may have found just the right veterinarian for you and your bird.
